A. General

In connection with the Invitation for Bids, specified in the Bid Data
Sheet (BDS), the Purchaser, as specified in the BDS, issues these
Bidding Documents for the Procurement of Goods and Related
Services incidental thereto as specified in Section VII, Schedule of
Requirements. The name, identification and number of lots
(contracts) of this International Procurement Competition (IPC)
are specified in the BDS.

Throughout these Bidding Documents:

(@) The term “in writing” means communicated in written form
(e.g. by mail, e-mail, fax, telex) with proof of receipt;

(b) Ifthe context so requires, “singular” means “plural” and vice
versa; and
(c) “Day"” means calendar day.

The Purchaser specified in the BDS has applied for or received
financing (hereinafter called “funds”) from the Agence Francaise
de Développement (hereinafter called “the AFD"), toward the
project named in BDS. The Purchaser intends to apply a portion of
the funds to eligible payments under the contract for which these
Bidding Documents are issued.

The AFD requires compliance with its policy regarding corrupt and
fraudulent practices as set forth in Section VI.

In further pursuance of this policy, Bidders shall permit and shall
cause its agents (where declared or not), sub-confractors, sub-
consultants, service providers or suppliers and to permit the AFD
to inspect all accounts, records and other documents relating to
the submission of the application, bid submission, and contract
performance (in the case of award), and to have them audited
by auditors appointed by the AFD.

A Bidder may be a firm that is a private entity, a state-owned entity-
subject to ITB 4.3- or any combination of such entities in the form of a
joint venture (JV) under an existing agreement or with the intent to
enter info such an agreement supported by a letter of intent. In the
case of a joint venture, all members shall be jointly and severally
liable for the execution of the Contract in accordance with the
Contract terms. The JV shall nominate a Representative who shall
have the authority to conduct all business for and on behalf of any
and all the members of the JV during the bidding process and, in the
event the JV is awarded the Contract, during contract execution.

A Bidder shall not have a conflict of interest. Any Bidder found to
have a conflict of interest shall be disqualified. A Bidder may be
considered to have a conflict of interest for the purpose of this
bidding process, if the Bidder:

(a) Directly or indirectly conftrols, is controlled by or is under

(h)  Has a close business or family relationship with a professional
staff of the Purchaser (or of the project implementing
agency, or of arecipient of a part of the funds) who: (i) are
directly or indirectly involved in the preparatfion of the
bidding documents or specifications of the confract, and/or
the bid evaluation process of such contract; or (ii) would be
involved in the implementation or supervision of such
confract unless the conflict stemming from such relationship
has been resolved in a manner acceptable to the AFD
throughout the procurement process and execution of the
contract.

The AFD’s eligibility criteria to bid are described in Section V, Eligibility
criteria.

A Bidder shall not be under suspension from bidding by the Purchaser
as the result of the execution of a Bid-Securing Declaration.

A Bidder shalll provide such evidence of eligibility satisfactory to the
Purchaser, as the Purchaser shall reasonably request.

All the Goods and Related Services to be supplied under the
Confract and financed by the AFD may have their origin in any
country in accordance with Section V, Eligibility Criteria.

For purposes of this Clause, the ferm ‘“goods” includes
commodities, raw material, machinery, equipment, and industrial
plants; and “related services” includes services such as insurance,
installation, training, and initial maintenance.

The term “origin” means the country where the goods have been
mined, grown, cultivated, produced, manufactured or
processed; or, through manufacture, processing, or assembly,
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another commercially recognized article results that differs
substantially in its basic characteristics from its components.

The Invitation for Bids issued by the Purchaser is not part of the
Bidding Documents.

Unless obtained directly from the Purchaser, the Purchaser is not
responsible for the completeness of the Bidding Documents,
responses to requests for clarification or Addenda to the Bidding
Documents in accordance with ITB 8. In case of any
confradiction, documents obtained directly from the Purchaser
shall prevail.

The Bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms,
and specifications in the Bidding Documents and to furnish with its
Bid all information or documentation as is required by the Bidding
Documents.

A Bidder requiring any clarification of the Bidding Documents shall
contact the Purchaser in writing at the Purchaser’'s address
specified in the BDS. The Purchaser will respond in writing to any
request for clarification, provided that such request is received no
later than 14 (fourteen) days prior to the deadline for submission
of bids. The Purchaser shall forward copies of its response to all
Bidders who have acquired the Bidding Documents in
accordance with ITB 6.3, including a description of the inquiry but
without identifying its source.

the essential elements of the Bidding Documents, the Purchaser
shall amend the Bidding Documents following the procedure
under ITB 8 and ITB 22.2.

At any time prior to the deadline for submission of bids, the
Purchaser may amend the Bidding Documents by issuing
addenda.

Any addendum issued shall be part of the Bidding Documents
and shall be communicated in writing to all who have obtained
the Bidding Documents from the Purchaser in accordance with
ITB 6.3.

The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and
submission of its bid, and the Purchaser shall not be responsible or
liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the
bidding process.

The Bid, as well as all correspondence and documents relating to
the Bid exchanged by the Bidder and the Purchaser, shall be
written in the language specified in the BDS. Supporting
documents and printed literature that are part of the Bid may be
in another language provided they are accompanied by an
accurate translation of the relevant passages into the language
specified in the BDS, in which case, for purposes of interpretation
of the Bid, such translation shall govern.

The Bid shall comprise the following:

(a)  Bid submission Form and the Bidding Forms in accordance
with ITB 12;

(h) Documentary evidence in accordance with [TB 17
establishing the Bidder's eligibility to bid;

(i) Documentary evidence in accordance with ITB 16, that the
Goods and Related Services to be supplied by the Bidder
are of eligible origin;

(i) Documentary evidence in accordance with ITB 16 and 29,
that the Goods and Related Services conform to the
Bidding Documents;

(k) Any other document required in the BDS.

In addition fo the requirements under ITB 11.1, bids submitted by a
JV shall include a copy of the Joint Venture Agreement entered
info by all members. Alternatively, a letter of intent fo execute a
Joint Venture Agreement in the event of a successful bid shall be
signed by all members and submitted with the bid, fogether with
a copy of the proposed Agreement.

The Bidder shall furnish in the Bid Subbmission Form information on
commissions and gratuities, if any, paid or to be paid to agents or
any other party relating to this Bid.

The Bid Submission Form, the Bidding Forms and the Statement of
Integrity and Price Schedules shall be prepared using the relevant
forms furnished in Section IV, Bidding Forms. The forms must be
completed without any alterations to the text, and no substitutes
shall be accepted except as provided under ITB 20.4. All blank
spaces shall be filled in with the information requested.

Unless otherwise specified in the BDS, alternative bids shall not be
considered.

The prices and discounts quoted by the Bidder in the Bid
Submission Form and in the Price Schedules shall conform to the
requirements specified below.

All lots (contracts) and items must be listed and priced separately
in the Price Schedules.

The price to be quoted in the Bid Submission Form shall be the
total price of the bid, excluding any discounts offered.

The Bidder shall quote any discounts and indicate the
methodology for their application in the Bid Submission Form.

Prices quoted by the Bidder shall be fixed during the Bidder's
performance of the Confract and not subject to variation on any
account, unless otherwise specified in the BDS. A bid submitted
with  an adjustable price quotation shall be treated as
nonresponsive and shall be rejected, pursuant to ITB 29. However,
if in accordance with the BDS, prices quoted by the Bidder shall
be subject to adjustment during the performance of the
Contract, a bid submitted with a fixed price quotation shall not
be rejected, but the price adjustment shall be treated as zero.

If so specified in ITB 1.1, bids are being invited for individual lots
(contracts) or for any combinafion of lots (packages). Unless

otherwise specified in the BDS, prices quoted shall correspond to
100 % of the items specified for each lot and to 100% of the
qguantities specified for each item of a lot. Bidders wishing to offer
discounts for the award of more than one Contract shall specify
in their bid the price reductions applicable to each package, or
alternatively, to individual Confracts within the package.
Discounts shall be submitted in accordance with ITB 14.4 provided
the bids for all lots (contracts) are opened at the same time.

The term CIP, DDP and other similar terms shall be governed by
the rules prescribed in the current edition of Incoterms, published
by The International Chamber of Commerce, as specified in the
BDS.

Prices shall be quoted as specified in each Price Schedule
included in Section IV, Bidding Forms. The disaggregation of price
components is required solely for the purpose of facilitating the
comparison of bids by the Purchaser. In quoting prices, the Bidder
shall be free to use transportation through carriers registered in
any eligible country, in accordance with Section V, Eligibility
Criteria. Similarly, the Bidder may obtain insurance services from
any eligible country in accordance with Section V, Eligibility
Criteria. Prices shall be entered in the following manner:

(a) For Goods manufactured in the Purchaser’s Country:

(i) The price of the Goods quoted CIP named place of
destination, including all customs duties and sales
and other taxes already paid or payable on the
components and raw material used in the
manufacture or assembly of the Goods; and

(i) Any Purchaser’s Country sales tax and other taxes
which will be payable on the Goods if the contract
is awarded to the Bidder.

(o) For Goods manufactured outside the Purchaser’'s Country,
to be imported:

(i) The price of the Goods, quoted CIP named place of
destination, in the Purchaser’s Country, as specified
in the BDS; and

(i) Any Purchaser’'s Country sales and other taxes which
will be payable on the Goods if the contract is
awarded to the Bidder.

(c) For Goods manufactured outside the Purchaser's Country,
already imported:

The documentary evidence may be in the form of literature,
drawings or data, and shall consist of a detailed item by item
description of the essential technical and performance
characteristics of the Goods and Related Services, demonstrating
substantial responsiveness of the Goods and Related Services to
the technical specification, and if applicable, a statement of
deviations and exceptions to the provisions of the Section VI,
Schedule of Requirements.

The Bidder shall also furnish a list giving full particulars, including
available sources and current prices of spare parts, special tools,
etc., necessary for the proper and confinuing functioning of the
Goods during the period specified in the BDS following
commencement of the use of the goods by the Purchaser.

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Appendix 1 to Special Conditions of Contract - Corrupt and
Fraudulent Practices Policy and Social and Environmental
Responsibility

1. Corrupt and Fraudulent Practices

The Contracting Authority and the suppliers, contractors, subcontractors, consultants or
subconsultants must observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement process
and performance of the contract. The Contracting Authority means the Purchaser, the
Employer, the Client, as the case may be, for the procurement of goods, works, plants,
consulfing services or non-consulting services.

By signing the Statement of Integrity the suppliers, contractors, subcontractors, consultants or
subconsultants declare that (i) “if did not engage in any practice likely to influence the
contract award process to the Contracting Authority’'s detriment, and that it did not and will
not getinvolved in any anti-competitive practice”, and that (i) “the procurement process and
the performance of the contract did not and shall not give rise to any act of corruption or
fraud”.

Suppliers, contractors, subcontractors, consultants or subconsultants permit the AFD to inspect
their accounts and records relating to the procurement process and performance of the AFD-
financed contract, and to have them audited by auditors appointed by the AFD.

The AFD reserves the right to take any action it deems appropriate to check that these ethics
rules are observed and reserves, in particular, the rights to:

(a) Reject a proposal for a contract award if it is established that during the selection process
the bidder or consultant that is recommended for the award has been convicted of
corruption, directly or by means of an agent, or has engaged in fraud or antfi-competitive
practices in view of being awarded the Contract;

(b) Declare misprocurement when it is established that, at any time, the Contracting Authority,
the suppliers, contractors, subcontractors, consultants or subconsultants their
representatives have engaged in acts of corruption, fraud or anfi-competitive practices
during the procurement process or performance of the contract without the Contracting
Authority having tfaken appropriate action in due time satisfactory to the AFD fo remedy
the situation, including by failing to inform the AFD af the time they knew of such practices.

The AFD defines, for the purposes of this provision, the terms set forth below as follows:
(a) Corruption of a Public Officer means:

(i) The act of promising, offering or giving to a Public Officer, directly orindirectly, an undue
advantage of any kind for himself or for another person or entity, for such Public Officer
to act or refrain from acting in his official capacity; or

(i) The act by which a Public Officer solicits or accepts, directly or indirectly, an undue
advantage of any kind for himself or for another person or entity, for such Public Officer
to act orrefrain from acting in his official capacity.

(b) A Public Officer shall be construed as meaning:

(i) Any person who holds a legislative, executive, administrative or judicial mandate (within
the country of the Confracting Authority) regardless of whether that person was
nominated or elected, regardless of the permanent or temporary, paid or unpaid
nature of the position and regardless of the hierarchical level the person occupies;

(i) Any other person who performs a public function, including for a State institution or a
State-owned company, or who provides a public service;
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(i) Any other person defined as a Public Officer by the national laws of the country of the

Contracting Authority.

(c) Corruption of a private person means:

(i)

The act of promising, offering or giving to any person other than a Public Officer, directly
or indirectly, an undue advantage of any kind for himself or for another person or entfity,
for such person to perform or refrain from performing any act in breach of its legal,
contractual or professional obligations; or

(i) The act by which any person other than a Public Officer solicits or accepts, directly or

indirectly, an undue advantage of any kind for himself or for another person or entity,
for such person to perform or refrain from performing any act in breach of its legal,
contractual or professional obligations;

(d) Fraud means any dishonest conduct (act or omission), whether or not it constitutes a
criminal offence, deliberately infended to deceive others, to intentionally conceal item:s,
to violate or vitiate consent, to circumvent legal or regulatory requirements and/or to
violate internal rules in order to obtain illegitimate profit.

(e) Anti-competitive practices mean:

(i)

Any concerted orimplied practices which have as their object or effect the prevention,
restriction or distortion of competition within a marketplace, especially where they (i)
limit access to the marketplace or free exercise of competition by other undertakings,
(i) prevent free, competition-driven price determination by arfificially causing price
increases or decreases, (i) restrict or confrol production, markets, investments or
technical progress; or (iv) divide up market shares or sources of supply;

(i) Any abuse by one undertaking or a group of undertakings which hold a dominant

position on an internal market or on a substantial part of it;

(i) Any practice whereby prices are quoted or set unreasonably low, the object of which

is fo eliminate an undertaking or any of its products from a market or to prevent it from
entering the market.
