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Projects resulting from the sixth call for proposals of the Regional Agency for
Agriculture and Food as part of the implementation of the regional Support Project
to the Agroecological Transition in West Africa (Patae)

As part of the implementation of its regional Agricultural Policy ECOWAP, the Economic
Community of West African States (ECOWAS) created the Regional Agency for Agriculture
and Food (RAAF). RAAF's mission is to operationalize this Policy by relying on institutions,
organizations and actors with proven expertise. To do this, it chooses an innovative approach
based on concrete interventions, through projects with national and/or regional implementation
potential. These projects are carried out by the actors at the grassroots level. The approach used
gives priority to Calls for Project Proposals (AP), which confer more project engineering
responsibility on these actors, within an agreed framework involving them and ECOWAS.
RAAF then takes care of the necessary technical support/accompaniment and monitoring-
evaluation of these projects.

It is within this framework that a sixth Call for Proposals for RAAF projects, financed by the
French Development Agency (AFD) for an amount of 4.6 million euros, was launched on 13
July 2018, with a view to implementing innovative multi-stakeholder projects on the agro-
ecological transition in West Africa. At the end of the selection process, fifteen (15) field
projects out of 143 proposals submitted to RAAF were selected to receive grants from Ecowas.
The list of the 15 recipient projects is presented in the table below.
